Doctoral Research, UC Davis, August 1998 to present.

Conducted participant observation in two inner-city classrooms on processes of inequality resulting from teacher-student interaction. Both schools were in South Central Los Angeles. One classroom was in a charter school that had a focus on academic excellence. The other classroom was a non-charter school with programs in place to encourage African-American students to speak “Standard English.” I found significant mechanisms of inequality based on gender, ability grouping, and language. These micro-mechanisms of inequality at each school actually reflected the very reform and equity-based efforts the schools emphasized.

Qualifying Paper, UC Davis, January 1997- November 1998. “Getting Dates with a Little Help From My Friends: Inter-Ethnic Dating Relationships on a College Campus.”

Created and administered a survey about inter-ethnic dating to 322 undergraduates. Using logit and multi-nomial logit analyses, developed 2 quantitative models to understand inter-group dating behavior. Found that being male and having diversity of friends increased likelihood of dating someone of another race once; being a person of color and having parents who have diverse friendship circles increased likelihood for interracial dating more than once.
