- How do we communicate about financial aid?


- Universities should hold workshops and outreach events (FAFSA)


- Parents should meet with financial coordinators to appropriate funding and possible options


- Social media should integrate options within their sites


- Try to lessen the information load being thrown at students

- Title 3 Accountability

- Goals, plans, information that will be given out, roles of principals, etc.

- Plans written collaboratively among officials and administrators

- Lack of Financial Aid resources + addressing Latino students


- Private schools are more expensive, yet have more resources than state schools


- The need to understand the system is severely lacking and seemingly unattainable 


- Ask local officials how many Latino students applied and how many were awarded.


- Financial Aid sole purpose is to advocate for students who lack funding, placing pressure on their end as well as the institution is the way to approach this.

-DREAM Act- What is it and how do we access it?


-Designed to serve undocumented individual s help pay for college.



-Must attend HS for 3 years and graduate, enroll in community college, apply as undocumented immigrant status.


- Now eligible to reveive BOG, CalWorks, EOP resources, and Cal Grants

-Middle School Student Financial Aid Information?


- Each district Title 3 representative should write the necessity for funding within their action plan


- Teachers are central figures and can influence how a district can display information. (Fin Aid information/ prep courses/ additional resources)


- ESL translated presentations, and relatable terminology

-Recruitment, what works best?


- Implement effective role models


- Existing Latino teachers should connect with the increasing demographic of Latino male students


- Hold institution accountable


- Engage families in communal areas (Churches/ council meetings/ local television)


- Recruiting at Boys and Girls clubs/ NJROTC
