1. What is APDB?

The Academic Planning Database.  Specifically, it is a MANDATORY submission to the Chancellor’s Office that reports State Supported Classes, Enrollment, Instructors and Workload.

Only Instructional Faculty are reported.

It follows the Chancellor’s Office Enrollment Reporting Schedule and a preliminary submission is now due one week after census.

2. Why is it Reported?

It allows the Chancellor’s Office to examine Facility Utilization, Courses Offered, the Number of Instructional Faculty, Release Time Information, Modes of Instruction, and the ability to provide a variety of statistical information.
3. APDB Codes and how they Relate to the Current Project.
We submit two transactional data text files that are extracted directly from PeopleSoft. Course data are entered by each Department Coordinator and/or Academic Programs and Faculty data are entered by Academic Resources. IPA downloads the data and processes it through the APDB FTP interface with the Chancellor’s Office. Any omissions or formatting errors are corrected at this point and the file is officially submitted.
