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RESOLUTION ON

SUPPORTING INSTRUCTION IN PARKING POLICY

Rationale: According to a recent email from Sam Strafaci, the Cal State San Marcos administration has the authority to designate the use of parking areas.  The Academic Senate of California State University San Marcos also learned recently of a “Chancellor’s Directive” that instructs campuses not to designate additional faculty/staff (F/S) only parking spaces.  However, this Chancellor’s Office communication referred to as a directive is not in writing and thus should not be cited to justify current parking policy and practices on campus.   This resolution asks the administration and the unions to help solve the problems created by the current policies and practices with respect to parking.

WHEREAS, this issue is not likely to be resolved at the systemwide level because only some new campuses were affected to a significant extent when parking became self supporting; and 

WHEREAS, the only overflow parking available to faculty and staff is at SMACC; and

WHEREAS, the current interpretation of the aforementioned Chancellor’s Directive on parking, i.e. adding spaces for students and MPP employees only, has resulted in unfair labor practices being filed on other CSU campuses; and

WHEREAS, the need for proximity parking is significant for faculty who have teaching and research responsibilities off campus throughout the day; and

WHEREAS, the imminent parking crisis with the return of staff from Rancheros and the SBRI will result in decreased productivity of the faculty and staff and will likely result in canceled classes; and 

WHEREAS, the amount paid for parking is a bargaining issue which was agreed upon by both the CSU and the unions representing faculty and staff; and 

WHEREAS, spots in Lot E which were redesignated as Disabled or MPP dedicated spots have not been replaced with F/S spots in other lots; therefore be it 

RESOLVED:  That the Academic Senate of California State University San Marcos requests the President to use her authority to:

1) designate 40 spaces in Lot N as F/S parking only

2) replace any F/S spots converted to other designations with designated F/S spots in other lots in close proximity to classrooms

3) open negotiations on parking policy (if possible?) with the California State University San Marcos chapter of the California Faculty Association (CFA) and other local unions if agreements reached on a systemwide level are not deemed suitable for our campus needs; 

4) consider opening discussion with the Chancellor’s Office regarding San Marcos as an exceptional case within the CSU with regard to its parking crisis for multiple reasons, including the fact that it was a new and growing campus with an established parking infrastructure insufficient for its projected growth at the time of conversion to self-support, with a small parking fund, and with a complicating terrain for building parking facilities; and be it further 

RESOLVED:  That the Academic Senate of California State University San Marcos requests that the campus chapters of the CFA and staff unions negotiate with the campus administration to reach an acceptable campus parking plan with respect to the needs of staff and faculty, especially with regard to supporting the classroom.
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
