Old Business

1. Update academic calendars – David Barsky talked to Thomas Swanger about where to put the extra week in 2015. His recommendation is to put it at the end of summer before fall semester starts. The committee discussed if Veteran’s Day should be an exception to the general practice of, when holidays fall on a Saturday, a week day is designated for the holiday and Saturday classes are also canceled. If an exception is made, classes would meet on Saturday even if Veteran’s Day falls on the day.

ACTION: David Barsky will check with Thomas and the Veteran’s Office. 
2. Challenge Exam policy  -- discussed what direction we should go next in revising the policy. What do we want to accomplish with the policy? The intention with the current policy was to free time in the student’s current semester schedule in order to move to a higher class. But apparently the timing is too restrictive for some programs to use this. Perhaps we should consider simplifying the policy and expect the departments to develop the specific guidelines on how challenge exams will be carried out for their particular students. Another possibility is that we might be able to develop a mainstream solution but then allow one-offs to develop custom solutions.
ACTION: David Barsky will continue to check policies at other institutions and also look at how we might be able to simplify our policy.
