I. Chair’s Report

a. The Latin Honors policy was presented to Senate for its first reading.

III. Old Business

a. Maximum Number of Units During Intersession policy revision

i. The purpose for creating this policy is to conform to the new Credit Hour policy, and to set reasonable expectations of how much time is available during class meetings for work. Previous policies had not addressed the intersession time period, only the regular term and summer session.
ii. The committee recommended the following format (rule 2) for the winter intersession based the days and units available. This table was selected from the 4 rules that David Barsky had presented at the previous APC meeting. The rules calculated the number of units based on the number of days the class meets. The table selected is:
3-8 days = 1 unit

9-13 days = 2 units
14-19 days = 3 units

20-24 days = 4 units

25-30 days = 5 units

iii. ACTION: Sue will share the draft with EC for their comments.
b. Latin Honors

i. Some interest has been shown in adding honors with distinctions for master’s students.

ii. The committee decided to take no action at this time since the policy has already been sent to Senate. We will see if the issue is brought up at Senate.

IV. New Business

a. Credit by Challenge Examination policy
i. Rationale for updating this policy is that programs have stopped using the credit by challenge option. APC would like to find out the reason(s).

ii. A successful challenge fulfills the course requirement. However, it does not count toward resident units.

iii. One difference in the current policy is that students are enrolled in class during the term of the exam.

iv. Students are interested in more course challenge opportunities. The student has three chances to take the credit by challenge test. 

v. Thomas and Lourdes will check which courses offer the challenge option (see under information items).
vi. ACTION: Thomas will review similar policies at other CSUs.

vii. ACTION: Sue will invite Michael Hughes from the Modern Language Studies Department to come talk to the committee about issues his program has encountered.
