I. Chair’s Report

a. Reviewed committee’s Moodle site on community.csusm.edu.
b. In response to the request for someone to take minutes, the committee agreed that the Chair would take notes and would ask someone else to take notes as needed.
c. Agreed to hold December 11th as an additional meeting time if needed.

II. Other Reports

a. David Barsky described the process by which work comes to APC. Business officially comes from the Senate not from the administration. However, the APC committee can start discussing prospective items and request that Senate add them to our agenda. Typically, APC’s agenda is driven by one of three forces:

i. University or System-wide changes require a new or changed policy

ii. Administrators discover a need for a new or changed policy

iii. Other Senate committees think a there needs to be a new or changed policy

III. Old Business

a. All policies mentioned in the APC’s year-end report have received final approval.

IV. New Business

a. Recommendation to update Credit by Challenge Examination policy

i. Not working particularly well now. For example, the current policy’s requirement for applying early in the semester may be restricting certain programs from allowing this option.
ii. ACTION:  The Chair will take this policy to EC and recommend that they assign this policy to APC

b. Recommendation to update the Latin Honors policy

i. Need to clarify GPA requirements

ii. Include policy-related language from the course catalog 

iii. ACTION:  The Chair will take this policy to EC and recommend that they assign this policy to APC

c. Maximum Number of Units During Intercession policy revision

i. The new Credit Hour policy impacts how the intercession policy’s use of credit hours.

ii. How much instruction can realistically be accomplished during the amount of time available during the winter intercession?

iii. The committee discussed problems with the scheduling of intercession classes. The calendar only has short amount of time available for winter intercession classes and changes every year. The time available for winter intercession classes can be as short as 12 work week days. 

iv. The committee would like to see wording that is more general so it applies to various intersession time periods.

v. ACTION: David Barsky will create a chart of possible units a student can take based on the number of days in the session.
