II. Other Reports
Gerardo Gonzalez thanked the committee for its work in moving the Graduate Student Probation, Disqualification and Probation policy forward. He has not yet received any comments following the 1st reading at the Academic Senate, and he will be sharing the policy with the Graduate Studies Council later this week to bring that body up-to-date with the changes made to their draft by APC.
Gerry reminded the APC of the need to get the revised Centers and Institutes Policy to the Academic Senate in time for it to be approved this year. To make the most productive use of APC’s time, Gerry promised to circulate a draft revision to the APC, and the committee members will read this before the next meeting so that it can be discussed then. 
III. Old Business

APC spent the remainder of the meeting discussing the draft policy on syllabus requirements. The committee has now worked its way through most of the required elements for all syllabi.  The parts of the policy yet to be reviewed are:
· Additional required elements for hybrid and on-line courses
· Recommended elements for all syllabi

· Additional items found by David in syllabi policies of other campuses that APC did not consider in its preliminary Fall 2013 discussions of this policy.
David agreed to go through the changes recorded by Ranjeeta and prepare a cleaned-up version of the document for the committee to use in continuing its work in future meetings.
