I. Approval of Minutes:

III. Other Reports:
David Barsky reported from EC regarding the Syllabus Guidelines Policy. GEC is charged with looking at syllabus guidelines for GE courses but APC should probably look at the overall policy. This item will be added to the agenda for the next meeting. 
Gerry Gonzalez reported that the Graduate Student Probation Policy and the policy on Academic Research Centers will be coming to APC as referral items. 
IV. Old Business
1. English Language Admission Requirement for Undergraduate Applicants Policy
Discussion: Thomas Swanger reported that he had pulled the data but out of the 112 students who provided IELTS scores only 4 reported the component scores. APC discussed that we needed more information on component scores and their relationship to performance in GEW. 
Action: Thomas Swanger agreed to make this data available. 
2. Dual Listing of LD and UD Courses


Discussion: Thomas Swanger reported that he checked with other CSU campuses and found Room Sharing policies which might provide a temporary solution to the problem. But on further discussion it was decided that a curricular policy might be necessary. 

Action: Discussion to be continued at future meetings. 
3. Policy that defines online and hybrid courses


Discussion: Regina Eisenbach had provided copies of policies from different CSU campuses (available on Cougar courses). Regina suggested that the policy from Cal Poly SLO was a good model and required an E-learning review. APC decided to use that policy as a starting point. 

Action: APC members will read Cal Poly SLO policy and come prepared to discuss at next meeting.

4. Challenge Exam Policy Revision (unfinished business from 2012-13)
Discussion: Thomas Swanger reported that perhaps there is a change in the EO regarding this issue which might significantly change the options we have available under this policy. 

Action: Thomas Swanger will check on the EO and bring it back to APC at the next meeting.
