Minutes:  The Minutes from September 24, 2013 (our most recent meeting) were approved.

Chair’s Report:  NEXT WEEK's MEETING WILL BE HELD IN MARK 322.
UBC will meet Friday, October 11.  We are still waiting for the breakdown of allocations among AA units, but the Budget Office tells us it is in its way.  The BLP Chair is serving on 2 awards committees on behalf of EC (Outstanding Lecturer & Outstanding Teaching Innovations).  The Provost's classroom scheduling task force should be up and running shortly, with Patty Seleski as chair.  Our restructuring document is at EC and will hopefully be forwarded to the Senate's November meeting.  Mike S. mentioned that the Provost's Office is mapping out a timeline for the submission/discussion of 3-year rolling plans; it sounds like the plans will be due in January, with UBC & BLP to discuss them in the early part of the Spring semester.

Discussion Items:  
KINE P-form (M.S., CEHHS):  KINE has submitted a substantially revised P-form, which now does NOT request pilot status.  UCC will have questions about the new course sequence; we should not pick up with our review until we know what the final draft budget will look like.  Staci will follow up with proposer Todd Astorino to find out whether, given a possibly delayed local approval, he still might want to pursue pilot status.  In short, stay tuned.
Quantitative BIOL & Biostatistics (CSM):   We approved a report to forward to Senate.  Proposer George Vourlitis had requested that we make clear that the Web of Knowledge database is not a requirement for the program to launch and to run successfully.
EL Commission Grants:  Mike let us know that the EL Commission grants will be evaluated based on last year's guidelines.  BLP will set aside our December 3 meeting (our last meeting of the semester) to discuss all proposals.  EL's RFP will go out in the next few weeks, with a due date of November 15.
