Minutes:  The Minutes from September 3, 2013 were approved.
Chair’s Report:  

Staci is working with Vivienne to inquire about FY 2013/14 budget allocations.  Also, EC will review last year’s LAMP report and provide input before LAMP continues again this year.  The Senate will likely be presented with a resolution to endorse the continuation of the LAMP process and the vetting/prioritization criteria provided in last year’s report.  
Discussion Items: 
P-form for KINE (M.S., from CEHHS):   BLP began reviewing this proposal last year.  This is proposed as a pilot program, so it can launch without Chancellor’s Office approval but must by the C.O. within 5 years of the program’s launch.  As described in the P-form, the program will be marketed heavily to working professionals; we discussed the potential impact of having a full-time cohort program requiring that students carry 9 units/semester; we do have precedents of full-time cohort programs on campus already (including CEHHS’s joint-doctoral program).  
P-form for Minor in Computational Biology/Biostatistics (from CSM):  The Library has determined that the Web of Knowledge/Science would be beneficial to this program as well as several existing programs, it will be expensive, and launch of this program is not contingent on having the database.  It is imperative that we make the case for database subscription funds for new and existing programs.  While the questions may be more relevant to UCC than for BLP, we do have questions about the we do have questions about the significant overlap in the courses/units required for this minor with the B.S. Biology.
Restructuring proposal:  We agreed that we would pull the “principles” and the consultation flow chart  from the 2009 task force document (minus the timeline) to present to Senate, along with a brief resolution supporting these ideas.
