     There are potential donors for feasibility study.  We would at least need to have the A-forms approved and programs on the UAMP in order to satisfy donors that we are serious about these programs.  The plan is that the programs would only be launched if there is external funding to help support them.

There will be no meeting next week.  Pat will send out a report to us for the Engineering A forms for our feedback.  This should go on December 3 Senate Agenda in order to go to the Chancellor’s Office in January.

Criminal Justice Expansion from stateside to self-support in Temecula

There is a standard reimbursement for the library built into EL budgets to accommodate additional usage of materials.  

Kristin Bates has arrived to answer questions regarding this program.  The plan is to have two cohorts going through at the same time.  It’s most likely going to be fall admissions.  There are upper division general education (BB, CC, DD) courses offered in Temecula so students can take them there.  EL wants to expand course offerings for upper division GE so students in all of the programs in Temecula have more of a choice.  Currently there might be only one each semester.  

Is it possible that after serving current demand in this program there will no longer be a demand in the future?  This is not what they expect.  Also there is room to absorb students on main campus if needed.

The original plan was to start with 35 students, then was adjusted upward to 45 to accommodate attrition.

Why the cohort model?  Is it financial?  It’s a good model.  Students can learn from each other a bit more. (There are occasionally bad cohorts).  It’s a more organized approach.  It cuts down on attrition.  There’s more of a community feel to it.  It’s also more efficient financially. 

Mileage is covered by EL for faculty teaching in the program.  It’s not explicitly written into the budget.

There is adequate space for this program at the site.
