Chair’s report

Proposers for current programs under review have been contacted for missing reports and budgets. They have also been invite to a BLP meeting in Dec. and Jan. 

Discussion Items: 

P-Forms for Review 
GIS -- Geographic Information System Certificate (Laura Makey, Program Proposer 2:30 time certain)

Provide higher level training for people involved in GIS.  Piggybacks on certificate from Palomar, which is more basic.  Forecasting, marketing, more applied.  Palomar is more focussed on technical things like learning software.  It’s not a  required prerequisite for our program, but students do need to have a background in GIS.  Faculty coordinator would determine eligibility for program.  Cohort model, taught in the evening.  1108 GIS lab in SBSB, which is not currently used in the evening to a great extent.  Students can use their own smartphones in class rather than dedicated handheld GPS devices.  What is minimum number of students?  15, possibly less in the first year.  Allow for 1 student attrition.  Assume 20 in the second year.  Fall cohorts only.  GIS lab only fits 35, so that would be largest cohort.  They would allow cohorts of this size if there is interest.  There are a lot of students in GIS at Palomar so they are a great feeder program.  Problem:  nights and weekends, no IITS support? IITS costs built into the program budget.  Don’t expect to need additional support as the faculty teaching the program have the appropriate skills.  The visitor left.

HIM – MS in Healthcare Information Management (Jack Leu, Program Proposer  --George Diehr 3:00 time certain)

This proposal is for a Master’s degree that includes certificates (2 stacked certificates:  HIT 
and HIM).  Amazon has cloud services that allows you to analyze data (Amazon Web Services, Hadoop).  It could be costly depending on how much it is used but we don’t know yet. They received a grant from Chancellor’s Office to develop the program through Extended Learning.  Why is this program going through EL?  This uses an existing EL certificate and adds a new one that combined will form the master’s degree.  It’s also designed for working professionals, so it is a different audience than for typical stateside programs.  The proposed launch date was September 2015.  Is this a pilot?  It is on the UAMP, so it doesn’t have to be a pilot.  If it goes through our internal process and is approved by the Chancellor’s Office it can be launched then.  The earliest it can be approved by Senate is March (2 readings).  The budget will be available by January or sooner and we’ll prepare our report once we have that information.  The visitors left.
